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Course Description

MUH2112| Survey of Music History 2 | 3.00 credits

In this course, students will be introduced to the history of musical styles from the Baroque period through the
present. Through the examination of representative literature, students will explore the evolution of musical styles,
genres, and forms, gaining a deeper understanding of the cultural and artistic influences that shaped them. The
course will encompass a wide range of musical works, including compositions from the Western canon, allowing
students to appreciate the richness of musical expression across different periods and regions. This is a Writing
intensive course.

Course Competencies:
